Sandboxed Solutions 

• Sandboxed Solutions are solution packages (.wsp) that 

are limited in what they can do. 

• Are not able to make updates to the SharePoint object 

model beyond the scope of the SPSite object. 

• Each solution is stored in a solution gallery. 

• Farm and web application level changes are read only. 

• Solutions are put on a quota. 

• Once the quota is met for the day, it is temporarily 

disabled. 

• How SharePoint Online supports customizations

• Only for Stand Alone 

Installation
